Oikos is a Greek word that is found
many times in the New Testament
that can provide tremendous in-
sight and revelation to our prayers
and evangelism. Oikos defines an
individual's primary base of rela-
tionships and relational sphere of influence. This includes one’'s fami-
ly, friends, neighbors, co-workers, and most frequent contacts.

We can become more intentional in focusing our prayers for salvation,
transformation, and wholeness on behalf of those with whom we al-
ready have personal relationships!
